Constructing boundary walls and well covers in forest villages for
safer water access and to avoid accidental casualties
Providing essential equipment (gum boots, solar fans, hiking shoes)
to forest guards to improve working conditions
Upgrading forest reserve entry gates with improved sanitation and
visitor facilities
Supporting agricultural and livestock needs through water
conservation efforts
Assisting farmers in achieving better yields and prices, reducing
reliance on middlemen
Providing educational support through magazines, exam
preparation books, and computers for youth in forest areas

At RJ Thakur School in Thane, we have taken significant steps to
create an inclusive and empowering learning environment for
students. Through comprehensive renovations — including painting,
repairing sanitation facilities, and installing safety grills, we have
ensured a safe and welcoming space for education. To bridge the
digital divide, we have established a fully equipped computer lab,
enabling students to access modern learning tools and digital
literacy.

Our commitment extends beyond financial contributions; Unity
employees have actively volunteered their time and expertise to
teach English to students from Classes 1–10, fostering language
proficiency and confidence. Additionally, we have sponsored
specialized tutors for Computer Science, English, and Mathematics
for Classes 9 and 10, supporting academic excellence and preparing
students for competitive examinations. These initiatives reflect our
belief that education is the cornerstone of social transformation and
sustainable community development.

Through our collaboration with Mukti
Foundation in West Bengal, we have
extended educational support to
thousands of students across 60 rural
schools. By distributing stationery kits
and learning materials in a phased
manner, we have ensured that
children in underserved communities
have access to the resources they need
to pursue their studies.

In partnership with Peepul India, we support three DMC schools in
Delhi by providing essential resources to enhance education and
inclusivity. We have helped set up therapy centres equipped with
specialized learning materials and therapeutic tools that will offer free
therapy sessions focused on socio-emotional learning, as well as
vocational therapy for children with special needs. Additionally, we
organized a three-day Shoe Mela on Children’s Day, distributing more
than 1,500 school shoes to underprivileged students.

At Shree Gadge Maharaj School in
Yavatmal, Maharashtra, we have
strengthened our commitment to tribal
children by improving their living
conditions and promoting
environmental sustainability. We
donated 150 bunk beds to ensure safe
and dignified sleeping arrangements,
installed 500 tree guards to protect
saplings and promote green cover, and
provided hygiene kits along with other
essential resources.

In collaboration with Guardians of Dreams,
we extended support to Auxilium
Navajeevana—a residential centre in
Bangalore dedicated to rehabilitating young
girls who are survivors of human trafficking.
Our contribution included essential
materials such as mattresses, clothing,
kitchen utensils, and CCTV cameras.

In partnership with Vanchit Vikas Sanstha, we have undertaken
efforts to improve educational infrastructure in rural Maharashtra. Six
schools in Dahigaon, Wakodi, Sonewadi, Ukkadgaon, Rattadgaon, and
Pimplagaon Kauda have been renovated to create safe and conducive
learning environments. Our work has included repairing and painting
classrooms and constructing and upgrading sanitation facilities,
ensuring that children have access to clean and functional toilets.

Volunteers from Unity joined
students and parents of Dr. NM
Jadhav School for intellectually
disabled children in Panvel to
celebrate the culmination of
World Disability Week. The event
featured fun games, music,
dance, and food, creating an
inclusive and joyful experience.

Project Neev continues to expand its footprint across the country,
driving transformative changes in education and child development.
We have partnered with organizations like Alok Charitable Trust to
provide sports and physiotherapy equipment along with digital
learning tools such as computers. At the Centre for Special Education
in Pune, we have donated classroom materials, stationery, fans, lights,
and storage units. At Samarthanam Trust in Bangalore, we have
donated books and stationery items for 500 differently abled
students. 
These initiatives reflect our commitment to empowering children and
fostering holistic growth in communities nationwide.

Other Projects

Under Project Tarangan, our focus is on building a residential facility
for intellectually challenged individuals in Murbad, Thane. We are
constructing a 1,000 sq. ft. shelter home that will provide nutritious
meals, education, and holistic support. Currently in Phase 3, the
project is expected to be completed within the next 6–8 months.

Tree Plantation Drive

Unity employees in Delhi participated in a tree plantation drive
conducted at a government school in Prasad Nagar, New Delhi. To
help combat rising pollution levels, the plantation was carried out
using the Miyawaki technique, enabling dense, fast-growing native
forests that can mature within just two years. The initiative
encouraged environmental responsibility among students while
contributing to a greener, healthier community.



Financial Literacy Program

In partnership with Suryoday Foundation, we have launched a year-
long financial literacy program aimed at empowering 5,000 women
living in Mumbai’s slum communities. Through structured camps,
regular follow-ups, and continuous engagement, the initiative focuses
on building practical financial skills, strengthening informed decision-
making, and fostering long-term economic independence.

Through regular blood donation camps across our offices, we aim
to ensure timely, life-saving support while encouraging employee
participation, reinforcing our culture of care and social
responsibility.
